Pleasure, Working Cow Horse, Hunter Under Saddle, and Barrel

Racing, to name a few. Youth may choose to compete at their county
and/or district shows first, if offered, before attending the Texas State

4-H Horse Show in the summer.

Basic

At this event, youth will learn the importance of good horsemanship skills as well as learning how to
manage with wins and losses. The Texas State 4-H Horse Show also teaches youth time management
and responsibility. This event allows 4-H members the opportunity to showcase their project that they

have been working with as well as their horsemanship skills.

Intermediate
Youth may compete at the county
and/or district level with other
youth in their area. This gives 4-H
members the opportunity to get to
know individuals in surrounding
areas as well as showcase their
horse project. These shows also
give 4-H members the opportunity
to compete at a smaller
competition and become
acclimated with the horse showing
environment and industry.
